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(1).Teacher Professional Development through TRC and SBRCs:- 

SBRC meetings:- 

Sixty four subject based meetings were planned for the current six month period of Aug 2011 to Jan 2012. 

However, only 50 meetings could be conducted in 4 different SBRCs. Among the 4 SBRCs the best response and 

participation occurs in Ramasamudra boys school.  Seven neighboring schools are tied up with this SBRC. On an 

average 5 teachers invariably attend the SBRC meeting. All the four subjects namely Science, Maths, Social 

science and English are discussed every month, one on each week. 

A very poor response is found in Upparabeedi School SBRC. Earlier Mr. Shivanagappa was in-charge of this 

SBRC. He was very good in his subject but was poor in public relations. Now he has been replaced by Mr. Raghu 

who was our former social science teacher. Since Mr. Raghu took over as MRP for this SBRC, there is a 

remarkable improvement both in SBRC morning activity and also in SBRC subject based meetings. 

The Pete primary School is a century old school of the town and has an unpredictable response for SBRC 

meetings. Sometimes it is over whelming and sometimes it is poor. We have been suggesting the department 

of education and ZillaPanchayath to make special grants for this century old school and convert it into an 

extraordinary new school. The government has taken our suggestion seriously. 

Urdu SBRC at Beedi colony is responding very well for the SBRC meetings. However there are inherent 

problems with regard to handling ofsubjects by teachers. There are no competent science teachers in four of 

the seven Urdu higher primary schools.

SBRC subject meeting at Peteprimary SBRC 

Trainings and workshops conducted during the months Aug 11 to Jan 12:- 

Deenabandhu conducted 21 different training/workshops. We have conducted 11 SDMC workshops as against 

laid down target of 14.  Workshops are conducted by combining SDMC members of 3 to 4 schools. Some 

schools are yet to establish their SDMC in spite of our perseverance. However, our social workers are

mathematics as against the plan of 3 workshops of two days each. The time availability of teachers was the 

main obstacle. We propose to hold more number of workshops during the next six months and compensate the 

loss.  

We have conducted three Nalikali workshops, each of one day as against the plan of conducting six workshops. 

We are able to conduct only 50% of the proposed number of workshops. This is because, the department of 
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education is focusing more on Nalikali program as it has been introduced newly. The department itself is 

conducting repeated workshops in Nalikali for teachers, and therefore we are unable to get the teachers for 

the same. DIET is availing the space in Deenabandhu TRC for the conduct of Nalikali workshops scheduled by 

the department.  Deenabandhu is supporting these workshops by providing space and amenities. 

Deenabandhu primary school teachers are also given training/workshop for two days in child psychology and 

learning difficulties among children. All the teachers were also given Nalikali training for one day. For 

Deenabandhu primary school teachers three different workshops were planned. However, because of the 

workload we are able to conduct two workshops during the current six months period. For the master resource 

persons of the TRC team we had planned  workshops on four days, however we are able to conduct only two 

days for them as the required expert resource person did not turn up.

Science and Maths workshop:- 

Two science and Maths workshops, each of two days was conducted during these six months. We could not 

conduct the other two as per plan. Dr.Gananath, Prof.G.S.Jayadev and Mr.Sujaykumar were the resource 

persons. Dr.Gananath conducted a Maths workshop with 24 different activities in connection with 

understanding of decimals, fractions, geometry and algebra. The workshops helped teachers handling 4th to 7th 

standard. He gave worksheets to the teachers and taught number of paper cutting activities. 

Prof. G.S. Jayadev explained difficult areas in biology like blood circulation, functions of the heart, respiration, 

digestion. The brain and its function was also explained with pictures. Number of activities and models were 

demonstrated.Together with Prof.Jayadev MRPs also explained the experiments connected with growth of 

roots and shoots, germination of seeds. 

Mr.Sujaykumar conducted several experiments in chemistry like acids bases, preparation of carbon dioxide and 

oxygen and how one can test the physical and chemical properties of these gases.  
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Maths training by Dr.S.N.Gananath, DDPI Mr.Bellashetty also visited and sitting withteachers 

 

Nalikali workshop:- 

ThreeNalikali workshops were conducted at Deenabandhu TRC. Mr.ShivanandaHombala and 

Mr.Kendagannaswamy were the important external resource persons,all the three workshops had above 30 

attendances.The teachers responded very well and actively participated in the workshop. 

Mr.Shivanandahombalaemphasized more on reading ability among children. He tried to link the literature

He has been training teachers since a 

long time and he is an expert trainer especially on techniques to be used while implementing Nalikali in a 

classroom situation. He explained about formation of groups, use of blackboard, assisting each group and 

moving from group to group.

Nalikali Classroom demonstration by Mr.Nanjundaiah, Nalikali Teacher, HPS Chennipuradamole 
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Teacher practice Indicators (TPI): 

Currently criteria for assessing the teacher improvement are restricted to following five areas tangible for 

empirical approach: 

1) Lesson plan 

2) Activity and experiment. 

3) Support for the slow learners. 

4) Opportunity for recapitulation and reinforcement. 

5) Resource utilization. 

Under each of this head there are 3 to 5 different aspects in which  the level of proficiency/willingness to make 

learning more child centered are measured.  While assessing the teachers for improvement, these different 

aspects are counted as the teacher improvement/practice indicators. However not all teachers among the 140 

are willing for the classroom observation exercise. Classroom observation is conducted on priority basis for 

those teachers handling Maths, Science, Social Science and English. Learning of these subjects involves 

visualizing abstract concepts and hence learning is a challenge. During the classroom observation we observe 

the teachers to assess his/ her ability to meet these learning challenges. The number of teachers who are 

willing or not willing for the observation of their classes are given below:

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Analysis of the classroom practice indicator:- 

Based on the data obtained for TPI we can clearly see the areas of TPI which need strengthening. The ΨŀŎǘƛǾƛǘȅ 

ŜȄǇŜǊƛƳŜƴǘ ŎƻƴŘǳŎǘŜŘΩ and ΨǊŜǎƻǳǊŎŜ ǳǘƛƭƛȊŀǘƛƻƴΩ seems to be the week area among the teachers. This is 

surprising because in spite of so much emphasis given by our team and in spite of support provided, the 

teachers are yet to develop a culture of activity-based teaching. It is true that over the years as we have 

proceeded with the project period, our expectations in these two areas has also increased. Hence, probably 

teachers are not able to match our expectations and there is a low performance. 

The team will continue to endeavour  and strengthen this seminal area of classroom transaction. It is good to 

note that by and large the teachers have appreciated the importance of support given to slow learners. Nearly 

58 teachers have scored very good in this aspect. Opportunity for reinforcement shows the highest scoring and 

it is probably because that such a practice is emphasized by the department also. 

Teacher attendance report:- 

Our MRPs during their routine visit to schools have collected a data with regard to presence or absence of the 

teachers. The table below shows that 80% of the teachers are present in 60% of the schools. However six 

schools show little more than 60% of teacher presence. Among them are two Urdu schools. It is disappointing 

to note that even a school with 13 teachers (Upparabeedi) has 63% teacher attendance. Teacher attendance 

dropping down suddenly can be understood in schools where there are just two or three teachers. But to our 

surprise there are six schools with just two teachers. But they all have 83 to 97% attendance of the teachers.  
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The above analysis shows inefficiency of administration. We are going to hold a  discussion in this regard with 

DDPI.

WORK SHEET DISTRIBUTION AND FOLLOW UP:- 

During this six month period from Aug 2011 to Jan 2012 we have distributed 26 worksheets. Number of 

worksheets distributed for children of 2nd to 7th standard has been tabulated as below. In total, we have 

distributed 11524 numbers of copies of worksheets. The respective class teacher and subject teachers are given 

proper instructions about the use and correction of worksheets. On top of this, our MRPs will further follow up 

by checking the worked out worksheets. They also collect data from each school in a definite format to find out 

as which of the questions among the given worksheets were easy to answer or were difficult to answer. This 

data gives an insights into the difficulties felt by children and hence both school teachers and TRC team can 

develop appropriate remedial measures. Total outcome from these exercises is discussed in the review meeting 

at TRC.
